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RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR PAPER PRESENTATION:
· The paper should strictly follow standard IEEE two-column format (The format can be downloaded from the internet).

· The paper should be in PDF format, readable in Adobe acrobat reader.

· A team should consist of a maximum of 3 members.

· Paper should contain maximum of EIGHT pages.

· Citing the references is MANDATORY

· Only participants who qualify in the preliminary abstract submission round shall be eligible for the final presentation.

· Presentation should be less than SEVEN minutes.

· Qualified candidates are required to bring along with them one soft copy (preferably in a pen drive) and 2 hard copies of the technical paper on the day of the event.

· The decision of the judges and event head shall be treated as final and binding on all. 
RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR POSTER PRESENTATION:

· Each team may consist of maximum 2 participants.

· Any number of teams can participate from a college provided the content of their posters is different

· All students with a valid identity card of their respective colleges are eligible to participate.

· Each team will be asked to present their poster in front of judges

· A team member can’t be a part of more than one team in the given competition

· A registration number will be allocated to the team on registration which shall be used for future references

· The decision of the judges shall be treated as final.
RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR PROJECT EXPO:

· Students can register and send the softcopy of model/project online.

· Maximum two students are allowed in a team.
· The decision of the judges shall be treated as final.
RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR MOVIE MAKING:

1. It’s a team based event(3  members per team) 

2. “N” no. of team per college 

3. Video should be of 5 to 7 minutes that captures the theme essence

 4. Participants are required to use digital video cameras

 5. Can submit only one video as their final submission.

 6. Participants should submit their video prior to the event

7. Video should not include any kind of vulgarity or offensive matter. Any such activity might cause the disqualification of the participant. 
8. Judgement will be based on adherence to the theme, script & narration.
